INTRODUCTION
Purpose and Use of Information
The Self Assessment is a crucial, ongoing component of our statewide Family Connection evaluation.  Findings are used to tell the story of collaboration throughout Georgia, to guide decisions and to publicize the work of collaboratives.  Data from completed Self Assessments are also used in large scale studies designed to tell how collaboratives are improving results for Georgia’s children, families and communities.
Self Assessment responses have also been used since FY2006 as a primary source of evidence for your collaborative’s performance in relation to “Family Connection Standards for Excellence in Collaboration and Community Decision-Making.”  Please consider two critical values of standards:
1. They are guideposts against which your progress toward full collaboration can be compared.  As such, they can help you and your partners acknowledge and celebrate achievements while identifying areas for potential growth or needing improvement.  This benefit is predicated on your earnest appraisal of collaborative accomplishments, without which completion of the Self Assessment is no more than a bothersome chore.
2. They provide key stakeholders (including Georgia Family Connection Partnership Board members, legislators, and policy makers, among other influential leaders) with evidence that we hold ourselves accountable for implementing core collaboration practices across the state.  This benefit is predicated on our ability to make a compelling case that assessments of collaborative performance are credible.
Consequently, it is imperative that your answers on this “self-report” instrument be as candid as possible.  Please bear in mind that it is important for partners who have participated actively in the collaborative also to participate in completion of the Self Assessment.  Specific sections, such as finance and strategies, may need input from your fiscal agent or local partners to ensure accuracy.
Finally, remember the Self Assessment is not intended to provide a comprehensive evaluation.  It is only part of an overall evaluation.  Individualized, local evaluation efforts should generate the more comprehensive information required to account for results for children and families and to respond to other specific questions posed by local stakeholders.

3. what was implemented (both planned and unplanned) during the year:  Self Assessment.
